POSITION SUMMARY
Reporting to the Director of Clinical and Training Unit (Principal Investigator), the Clinical Mentor will support the technical requirements of the CDC-funded Ukraine Recovery Project. The Clinical Mentor will work closely with the Project Director, Regional Director, and Principal Investigator and other relevant ICAP and Columbia University staff to ensure that all technical matters related to implementation and reporting for the project are addressed.
MAJOR ACCOUNTABILITIES
· Provide technical expertise to the project and implementation support at the national, regional (oblast) and health facility levels for antimicrobial stewardship and infection prevention and control activities. 

· Provide technical expertise and implementation support at the regional level by engaging oblast- and hospital-level authorities to improve antimicrobial resistance detection and response programming, strengthen oblast- and hospital multidisciplinary teams, and support quality improvement activities.
· Train and mentor (online and in-person) hospital staff on use and interpretation of antibiotic susceptibility tests, clinical management of infections with multidrug-resistant organisms, implementation of infection prevention and control measures, and appropriate use of antibiotics
· Help to organize and facilitate bi-weekly webinars for multidisciplinary teams
· Contribute to national-level activities focused on enabling the oversight functions of the national government.
